Project competition “Green triathlon”

1. The purpose of the competition

· To popularize environmental education in comprehensive schools
· To help pupils increase their participation in environmental activities
· To enable schools to gain experience in climate education
· To raise awareness of and facilitate reduction of waste, re-use of resources and recycling
· To stimulate independent and ongoing environmental activities in Latvian schools

3. Key dates of competition

· Deadline for sending application forms out to schools - December 22nd, 2006
· Deadline for returning application forms and beginning projects – 1st February, 2007
· Project implementation to have begun – 15th March, 2007.
· Deadline for implementation of projects –31st May, 2007
4. Field of competition

· Comprehensive schools
5. The rules

· Projects must contain plans in three categories:
a) Educational preparatory work (seminars, excursions, lectures, etc)

b) Proof of scheme or ongoing project in place to reduce, re-use or recycle materials/resources

c) Other supplementary activities to reduce climate change

· When school are handing in projects, they underwrite that they will carry out the educational preparation work without reference to winning funding from British Embassy and Project Footprints
· Deadline for completion of preparation work and start implementation – 15th March, 2007
· In developing the activity plan for reducing impact on climate change, schools must encourage and, where possible, contribute to students carrying out the following actions:
1) 
Reducing consumption of electricity and heat
2) 
Cycling where possible instead of using vehicles
3) 
Walking where possible instead of using vehicles

· In addition, every school must prepare and implement their own idea to contribute to the school reducing its impact on climate change.

· In developing the plan for saving, re-using and recycling, is necessary to include the following areas:

1) Waste collecting and recycling,
2) Waste re-use from daily school life (paper, packing etc.)

· Maximum funding from British Embassy and Project Footprints is 600 Ls per winning school.  The school should be prepared to supplement this funding from other sources in order to complete their project if necessary.

· If the project implementation requires more funding, the school will need to raise this finance themselves. 

· The project must have been developing and implemented by students, with input from teachers and/or environmental specialists.  We will want to see how the students devised the project plan.

· Each school can hand in only one project

7. Assessing of projects

· A panel with members of the British Embassy and Project Footprints will decide on the winning schools by the 31st of May 
· The best 20 schools will be chosen from all the entries received.  These schools may be visited personally by members of the panel anytime before the end of March to check and evaluate the preparation work, their accomplishment to date, and meet the authors of project. 

· After the visits, the panel will decide on the 5 winning schools.  These schools will receive 600Ls to support implementation of the projects. 

8. Financial support

· We will support only the 5 best projects after evaluation.  Finance will be provided to these schools at the beginning of April, transferred to the school account.

9. Project implementation

· Implementation of the project must be finished by the 31st May 2007.

· After this date the competition organisers will check on the projects to see how successful implementation has been.

·  If in the implementation of the project the school has not spent all money, the remainder should be returned to the competition organisers. 

· If the project has not been implemented at all, or only part of it, unless the school has liaised with the competition organisers first the school should expect to return all of the monies received.
